GOSPEL                                                          MATTHEW 22:1-10

Jesus said to the chief priests and elders of the people: "The kingdom of heaven may be compared to a king who gave a 
feast for his son's wedding. He sent his servants to call those who had been invited, but they would not come. Next he 
sent some more servants. 'Tell those who have been invited,' he said, 'that I have my banquet all prepared, my oxen 
and fattened cattle have been slaughtered, everything is ready. Come to the wedding.' But they were not interested: one 
went off to his farm, another to his business, and the rest seized his servants, maltreated them and killed them. The 
king was furious. He despatched his troops, destroyed those murderers and burnt their town. Then he said to his 

servants, 'The wedding is ready; but as those who were invited proved to be unworthy, go to the crossroads in the 
town and invite everyone you can find to the wedding.' So these servants went out on to the roads and collected  
together everyone they could find, bad and good alike; and the wedding hall was filled with guests.
This is the Gospel of the Lord.

NICENE CREED - THE PROFESSION OF FAITH

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is seen and 
unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, 
God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one being with the 
Father. Through him all things were made. For us men and for our salvation he came down from 
heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made 
man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the 
third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at 
the right hand of the Father.

We 
acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and 
the life of the world to come. Amen.
