
2010 was another productive year for users of the Wolfson Bioimaging Facility. 

This selection of publications highlight the broad range of research supported by the Facility. 

Astin et al. (2010) Nature Cell Biology 12: 1194-204
By analysing the migration and cell-cell interactions of prostate cancer cells and ones in which Eph receptor expression or downstream signalling pathways were down-regulated, Kate Nobes’ group have dissected the molecular mechanisms underlying the loss of contact inhibition of migration characteristic of metastatic cells.



Campagnolo et al. (2010) Circulation 121: 1735-45
To assess the therapeutic potential of vascular progenitor cells in ischaemic patients, Paolo Madeddu’s group used fluorescent labelling and confocal microscopy to characterise cells derived from the veins of coronary bypass patients and demonstrate their ability to promote angiogenesis in vitro and in vivo.  


Lam et al. (2010) Mol. Cell. Proteomics 9: 117-30 

Having identifiied nucleolar proteins whose expression was altered by adenovirus infection, David Matthews’ group examined their localisation using confocal microscopy and found many to be redistributed during infection. 





Feng et al. (2010) PloS Biology 8(12): e1001004. doi:10.1371/journal.pbio.1001004
Using zebrafish with fluorescent leukocytes and oncogene-transformed pigment melanocytes, Paul Martin’s group have examined the dynamic interaction of leucocytes with pre-cancerous cells using confocal time-lapse imaging. Inhibiiting this leucocyte response led to reduction in multiplication of transformed cells.
