 University of Bristol Teaching & Training Information of relevance to the Environmental Technology Sector
The University of Bristol offers a range of courses and teaching modules which are directly relevant to the Environmental Technologies and Services Sector. An overview of these is provided below, including information on how external companies can build links with the University through collaborative teaching and research. 
Faculty of Engineering 

The Faculty of Engineering has attracted over £75m in industrial and governmental research awards over the past five years, and has spent over £20m on infrastructure and laboratory equipment that will keep it at the forefront of teaching and research. Our Undergraduate Degree Courses provide students with a range of teaching modules focused on environmental systems and technologies, many of which feature significant input from external companies. These include:
· Sustainable Systems

· Engineering for the Built Environment

· Environmental Management

· Energy Management
· Power Generation for the 22nd Century

· Engineering Design for Wind and Marine Power, which has been complemented by a cross-Faculty Project to design and build a wind powered vehicle for the international Aeolus Race.
During either the third or fourth year of their degree, all undergraduate students undertake a major research project and we always welcome the possibility of these being undertaken with industrial partners. This offers companies the ability to undertake collaborative research with the University at no financial cost, other than the time invested in helping to provide student supervision. Additional advantages include the chance to forge partnerships with senior University academics and a potential recruitment opportunity based on a thorough knowledge of the students’ skills and work ethic. Some of our courses, such as the interdisciplinary MEng in Engineering Design, also enable students to conduct industrial placements at companies as part of their degree programmes. At a Postgraduate Level, the department of Civil Engineering offers a selection of courses in the field of Water & Environmental Management. In addition, our Systems Centre offers both Masters and Engineering Doctorate Programmes, which are run jointly with the University of Bath and involve collaborative research with industry. Environmental technologies have featured strongly in the range of projects undertaken and current partnerships exist with companies such as Tidal Generation Ltd, Halcrow, Arup and Advanced Transport Systems Ltd.
Faculty of Science
The Faculty of Science is the largest Faculty in the University, and embraces disciplines across the environmental sciences, the life sciences and the mathematical and physical sciences. Undergraduate and Postgraduate courses of direct relevance to the Environmental Technology Sector include Chemistry, Physics, Geographical Sciences and Earth Sciences.  
Faculty of Social Sciences and Law
The Faculty of Social Sciences and Law has an internationally renowned research and teaching profile and the courses offered feature a strong emphasis on sustainable development and the environment. For example, programmes run by the School of Law include modules on ‘Environmental Law’ and ‘Planning Law and Sustainable Development’.
In addition to the discipline focused courses outlined above, an interdisciplinary optional teaching module in ‘Sustainable Development’ was launched in 2005-06. This now attracts over 100 students per year and the University achieved a major environmental accolade in the Times Higher Awards as recognition of its success.
