Terms and Conditions.

The Sport and Activity Pass is valid for the duration of your short course.

Your Sport and Activity Pass gives you:

· access to all centrally managed sport facilities across the University, including the glass-backed squash courts at Bristol Grammar School and Kingsdown Sports Centre squash courts situated a few minutes away from the indoor centre.

· subsidised tennis at Coombe Dingle.

· discounted classes, activities and courses that involve instruction.
· entry to the indoor and outdoor tennis courts at Coombe Dingle Sports Complex.

· no further charges to book or use facilities – fitness suite, sports hall, jogging track, swimming pool or playing fields.

· access (with AU club membership) to some of the best sports coaches.

· subsidised use of the Sports Medicine Clinic (physiotherapy, massage etc). 

· subsidised coaching course costs.

· other sporting activities run throughout the year.

General

1. All members must report to reception on arrival.

2. You will be asked to show your student card when attending the Centre/Facility.

3. It is compulsory for all users of ‘The PULSE’ Health and Fitness Suite to have an induction. Inductions are provided by professional staff and given to ensure you use the equipment safely.

4. Members must comply with conditions of use displayed throughout the centre relevant to each activity.

5. Sport and Activity Passes are strictly non-transferable; misuse of cards may result in your membership being cancelled with no refund.

6. One guest is permitted with this membership for a £5 admission fee, but this excludes the ‘PULSE’ Health and Fitness Suite.

7. You must use all equipment and facilities in an appropriate manner and give due regard to your own health and safety and to that of others.

8. We reserve the right to withdraw all or part of our facilities for any periods where we require them in connect with repair, alteration or maintenance work. Refunds will not be applicable under these conditions.

9. Certain activities require prior booking to guarantee availability. A booking receipt will be required from Reception for all sessions and must be handed to the appropriate instructor.

BOOKINGS

Indoor Sports Centre

Members can book up to seven days in advance in person. You will be required to pay £3 if less than 24 hours notice of cancellation is given, or for failure to play.

Tennis Centre

Members can book up to eight days in advance in person or over the phone. You will be required to pay for the full hire charge if less than 48 hours notice of cancellation is given.

No-shows

Please make every effort to advise the reception staff at the Centre if you are unable to attend a booked session.  If you book any sport in the Sports Hall and then fail to attend you will be charged £3 on your next visit.  Similarly, if you book a team game which subsequently has fewer than six players in attendance you will be charged £3.

Refunds

Refunds are only considered if you leave the University or if you have a serious medical condition that prevents you from using the facilities (a doctor’s certificate will be required, stating clearly why you are prohibited from using the facilities). A £10 administration fee will apply.
Students on short courses without a Sport and Activity Pass
Students on short courses who elect not to purchase a Sport and Activity Pass will be required to pay £5 admission charge to use ‘The PULSE’ Health and Fitness Suite and taught classes, £3.50 to use the swimming pool and full price for tennis at Coombe Dingle.
