Required Curriculum Vitae (CV) CVs might include details of other relevant work experience and 
qualifications to support an application.  

 

Selection process 

Assessment of applications 
All applicants are considered in line with the University’s Admissions Principles and Procedures Policy 
Once a complete application has been submitted with all required supporting documents, it is 
considered by at least two members of staff using the following criteria: 

• Performance in undergraduate degree 
• English language ability (where applicable) 
• References 
• Personal statement
